Other suggested learning activities
Stage/Class:  P1 – P3
Learn to tie shoelaces

Feed the birds

Draw a picture of your favourite character from books/tv, etc
Make a winter collage

What is your favourite story?  Draw/write about it.

Take a photo of the weather.  Bring it into school to talk about

Take a snowball into the house and time how long it takes to melt

Help a grown up with a recipe

How many words can you make beginning with s.  Draw pictures to go with your words

Make your own number line either inside or in the snow.  Add on and take away

In the snow make paths which have either straight or curved lines

Build a snowman which is made by rolling a ball (sphere) for the body and one for the head

Collect a range of containers of different sizes.  Fill them with water and put outside.  Check to see what happens to the water every few hours

Get three containers which are the same, e.g. cups and fill with snow. Put in places in your house which you think have different temperatures.  What do you notice?

Use a computer to type the alphabet or numbers to 100.  Even try a little story if you are brave enough or a note for your mum

Play a game with other people and follow the rules

Get a grown up to take photos of you having fun in the snow

Notice how the snow changes every day; take photos to see the difference from one day to the next

How many words can you make from “Snow Closure”

Write a “Snow” poem.  What does it look like, smell like, feel like?

Describe snow (spider diagram)
Choose 4 things from your kitchen cupboards which are different 3d shapes.  Draw and label these

Design a symmetrical snowflake

Find a healthy recipe which would be good in cold weather.  Write out the recipe.  If you have enough ingredients make the recipe

Other suggested learning activities to choose from

Draw a portrait of someone at home

Draw a detailed picture of a bird that you have seen

Measure the outside temperature

Write a story about extreme weather
Write about what you can see out of the window

Make a photo display

Write a book review on a book you have read recently
Write a snow poem about the snowman.  This can be in verses, acrostic, a shape poem, a limerick
Write a poem about the landscape around you
Create a Winter comic book style story.  Share the snow adventures your characters have

Imagine you are a pop star.  What would you be called?  Write a song and design your CD cover

Interview a family member or friend about memories of snowy days

Make a snowy weather word search

Design a new type/style of snow boot/jacket
Watch or listen to a news broadcast.  Write down the main details of one of the reports, and then present this report to your family in your own words
